An update on my CH-701—As some of you may already know I had the 
plane painted in June.  There are no taped color transitions on the plane.  I 
hate sharp paint lines.  Air flows and blends, it doesn’t have sharp edges.  
So my paint scheme follows this model.  The colors blend into each other.  
It is rather bright too!  Look for a strange looking high wing plane with 
paint that goes from burgundy to tangerine to pearl. 
A couple of weeks ago I put on some VGs.  On the 701 they are placed on 
the elevator.  You read that right, the elevator, not the wing or horizontal 
stabilizer. They are actually placed on the leading edge of the elevator and 
are only exposed to the airflow when the elevator is in its last 30% or so of 
up travel.  It does give the airplane more elevator authority when the AOA 
is high (over 20 degrees up) and the power is removed.  In other words in 
the flare and landing.  I think now I might even be able to make a power off 
landing without it looking like a moderately controlled crash. 
I hope to see you all at our next meeting and come prepared to choose your 
next set of chapter officers and board members.

This month Chapter 103 received this message from Gordon Rock, Shep-Rock Foundation, Inc. 

EAA Chapter 103 
121 Municipal Dr. 
Nampa, ID 83687 
 
Dear Lloyd & Doug 
Several months ago I presented a plan to your Chapter referred to as “Get em Flying” (Plan B) which is attached.  
We have subsequently closed a transaction where 75% of a 1959 Tri-Pacer has been donated to Shep-Rock and sub-
sequently sold to three Chapter 103 members for $5,000 each.  Under the terms of the proposal 40% of Shep-Rock’s 
gain would be donated to your local chapter, which in this case is $6,000 you are receiving, 40% ($2,400) may go 
into the Chapters general fund and at least 60% ($3,600) must be dedicated to another airplane project.  If the Chap-
ter does not desire to engage a new project this $3,600 must be donated to another Chapter desiring to start a project 
or returned to Shep-Rock. 
 
You are the first Chapter to receive funds under this proposal.  We anticipate a second closing this fall with a Chap-
ter in Utah. We congratulate you on being the first.

Vintage Plane In Tree By JODIE MOZDZER  Courant Staff Writer 
 Two people were stuck in a vintage airplane for sev-

eral hours after the plane crashed into trees about 300 yards 
from the Skylark Airpark runway. 

The occupants, August Gorreck and Susan Williams, 
were not injured. They were flying a 1935 de Havilland Ti-

ger Moth biplane, which has two layers of wings and an open 
cockpit, to Block Island, R.I., from Skylark Airpark in East

Windsor Conn., according to friends.  
The plane crashed about 9:35 a.m. into a tree in a marshy area. The two occupants were rescued about 12:35 

p.m. The U.S. Coast Guard was called in to assist in the rescue with its helicopter, but emergency responders from a 
special operations team of the Enfield Fire Department, and firefighters from the East Windsor and Warehouse Point 
departments, were able to rescue the pair without the helicopter's help. Fire Chief James Barton, of Warehouse Point, 
said there was a concern that draft winds from the helicopter could have pushed the plane down out of the tree, where 
it was perched about 50 feet from the ground. 

Charles Cohen, who said he was one of the three owners of the Tiger Moth plane, was behind the plane on the 
runway at the privately owned airport. 

"They lost power and [Gorreck] did exactly what he was supposed to do," Cohen said. "Keep it controlled as 
long as you can and you'll probably survive. You can't panic." 

The terrain complicated the rescue. A Bradley International Airport crash rescue truck became stuck in the 
mud trying to reach the airplane. 

The special operations team reached the site on smaller vehicles and secured the airplane with ropes so it 
wouldn't fall, Barton said. They were able to use ropes and pulleys to reach to occupants and lift them out of the plane 
in a rescue basket.

Cessna 162 Crash copied from AvFlash by C Myhre   
The FAA says the Cessna 162 Skycatcher LSA prototype "entered an unrecoverable spin" before crashing last Thurs-
day Sept.18. The pilot of the test aircraft was able to parachute to safety but was unhurt. There was no word what 
caused the spin but the aircraft was on a test flight. The aircraft was apparently intact after crashing in trees near 
Douglass, Kansas, about 30 miles from Wichita. More details are expected from Cessna on Monday. Early reports 
quoted witnesses as saying they heard a loud pop and then saw sparks and the plane spiraling down. The pilot landed 
in a field about 400 yards from the aircraft. The aircraft involved was the non-conforming prototype and had about 
150 hours on it. 
The prototype first flew on March 8, and there are close to 1,000 orders for the aircraft, which will be built in China 
and reassembled in three plants in the U.S. 
Cessna is planning on delivering the first customer aircraft in the first half of 2009. What the crash does to that sched-
ule is unclear.  
Skycatcher crash update 9-26-08 
The test pilot for the Cessna 162 SkyCatcher LSA prototype that crashed last week was spin-testing the airplane and 
put it into a cross-controlled, power-on stall, Cessna spokesman Doug Oliver told AVweb this week. "He got into a 
flat spin and couldn't recover," Oliver said. The airplane, which was one of several used in the test program, remained 
intact until it hit the ground. The spin testing started at about 10,000 feet, and the pilot bailed out safely at about 5,000 
feet above the ground. The kind of testing it was undergoing was beyond what is required for the airplane's intended 
ASTM light sport aircraft certification, Oliver said. He added that the accident is still under investigation but he does-
n't expect the findings will result in any plans to modify the design. The airplane was equipped with a BRS ballistic 
recovery parachute, which was activated by the test pilot but failed to deploy. Larry Williams, CEO of BRS, told 
AVweb this week it is too early to determine exactly why the chute didn't work. "It looks to me that the parameters 
were pretty exceptional," he said. "It was an unusual situation." He added that BRS is working with Cessna and the 
NTSB to determine what happened, and he might have more information later in the week.
